11 NCAC 06A .0814 IS PROPOSED FOR ADOPTION AS FOLLOWS:

11 NCAC 06A .0814 REVIEW OF APPROVED COURSES

(a) Providers shall review their approved courses every 24 months to ensure the accuracy of the course information.

If an approved course at any time requires substantial alterations, the provide shall refile the course for approval
pursuant to 11 NCAC 06A .0809 and pay the appropriate fees.

(b) As used in this Rule “Substantial Alterations” are any changes that would modify the content or time allocations

stated in the course outline or would change any of the course topics. A change in the focus of a course where

portions are based on a particular concept (ISO policy form or policy type, for example) is considered substantial. A

change to update a minor point (such as achange in Medicare deductibles or changes in state tax limits) is not

considered substantial.
